Team - a team is responsible for registering and paying league dues and Club Membership for 4 players. If a team
wishes to register more than 4 players those additional players must pay the Club Membership and league social fees
Registered Team Member - any player who has paid the Club Membership and league social fees and is listed as a
player on a specific team is considered a registered team member and can play any position for that team.
Registered Spare - Must pay the Club Membership Fee and a $50 spare fee to be listed as a registered spare and
comply to league rules regarding their spare policy.

Spares i Any person who has not paid the Club Membership Fee must pay a drop-in spare fee of $10/game
(daytime & evening) and is limited to 4 games after which time Club Membership Fee must be paid.

Senior Mens Drop-in - All participants must pay the Club Membership Fee to play in this league. They can
join the league for $214 which includes 2 games/week or purchase a $60 punch card for 5 games. The only
exception would be an out of town visiting guest who can pay a drop in fee of $10 for up to 4 games.
Membership Fee - will be waived for curlers joining the Vernon Curling Club for the very first time.

Our experiment in launching the new Senior Mixed Friday afternoon league is rated as one of the better ideas to
come along in some timel!

Under the guidance of Barry Owen and Linda DeBelser, what started off as only four teams last October, has
flourished to ten teams on Friday afternoons and prospects look good for even more 'Daytime, Retirees’ opting to
play Friday 'Senior Mixed' in the upcoming year.

The purpose for introducing the 'Senior Mixed' was to introduce the Ladies into BC Interior Master Curlers
(BCIMCA) competition. Male curlers already participating in the Tues/Thurs or Friday 'Competitive’ leagues will
have already been invoiced. MEN (60+) not curling with the above will be assessed the BCIMCA fee and ALL LA-
DIES of 60 years of age & older playing in the Senior Mixed section will be assessed the nominal $4.00 BCIMCA
fee. It was agreed that only the Ladies playing in the Senior Mixed are eligible for BCIMCA competition.

Beginning this fall, 'Senior Mixed’ will accept curlers of 50 years of age. Eligibility in Interior Masters play does
not begin until 60 years of age.

The 'Senior Mixed' group offers two Draws on Friday afternoon, with a ladder system, which will keep the section
together and maintain the very successful 'social’ aspect to the group. Each Mixed team will play three Draws of
six games per Draw with the two more successful teams moving up; two feams struggling move down. A points sys-
tem will apply - 2 points for a 'Win', 1 point for a 'Tie', zero points for a 'Loss’. Total points after six games deter-
mine who moves up & down. Prizes to be determined at discretion of the Committee.
